
Challenge your child to retell the story. Help him or her remember key details by asking 
the following questions:

• What did Jesus tell the man who couldn’t walk? (That his sins were forgiven.)

• Why were the religious leaders very unhappy? (They grumbled that only God can
forgive sins.)

• What happened to the man who couldn’t walk? (Jesus forgave his sins. Jesus healed him.
He could walk.)

Read the following final thought aloud to your child to help increase his or her 
understanding:

Jesus did not just say that He is God. Jesus showed that He is God. Jesus proved that He is God 
by doing things that only God has the power to do. 

Together, discover how this specific lesson ties into God’s Big Story. Read the following 
aloud to your child: 

While on earth, Jesus performed many miracles, like healing the sick. Jesus did things that 
only God can do, like forgiving sin. This is how Jesus demonstrated that He is God. 

Seeing (rest your flattened hand, palm facing down, over your brow)  

their faith, Jesus (point up)  

said (cup hands around mouth)  
to the man, “Young man, your sins are forgiven (arms out stretched to sides).“
